Important Message to Prospective Students

The University of Queensland/Ochsner M.B.B.S. program described on this Website 
(with two years of pre-clinical education at University of Queensland in Australia and 
two years of clinical instruction at Ochsner in Louisiana) (the “Program”) is subject to 
approval by the Australian Medical Council (AMC).  The University of Queensland has 
submitted to the AMC an application for accreditation of the Program.  Until the AMC 
completes its review of the Program, prospective students who apply to the Program and 
who are accepted by Queensland will be eligible for enrollment into Queensland’s four-
year M.B.B.S. program in Australia.  In the event that the AMC does not timely accredit 
the Program, students who enroll will be expected to complete their four-year medical 
education at University of Queensland in Brisbane. 

At this time, only U.S. citizens or permanent residents are eligible to participate in the 
Program.  Please do not submit an application form for the Program if you are ineligible
